Wardrobe for Opportunity (WFO) is an innovative nonprofit organization that empowers low-income jobseekers across
the Bay Area with the skills, tools and support they need to find and maintain employment, build successful careers and,
ultimately, achieve economic self-sufficiency.

Since 1995, Wardrobe for Opportunity has helped over 17,500 low-income members of our community, referred from

over 150 job-raining and social service partners. Serving clients from our two locations in downfown Oakland and
Concord, WFO has achieved impressive resuls.

2010 PLANS

DOUBLE the number of career advancement programs available, graduating over two hundred entry-level employees,
Q0% of which will open savings accounts. Six months after graduation, 80% of career advancement graduates will remain
employed and experience an average 6% increase in annual income.

SERVE 2000 low-income jobseekers with professional clothing to support their efforts to find and keep their jobs. 75% of
individuals will have a job interview within 30 days of receiving their interview suits and 50% will secure employment.
80% of working wardrobe recipients will retain employment for a minimum of 90 days.

DELIVER over twenty four interview workshops to over two hundred low-income jobseekers. 50% of inferview workshop
participants will secure employment within a month and 30% will follow-up with connections made at the workshop.

PARTNER with over sixty local job-raining organizations to support their organization’s work and bridge the gap between
their services and what their clients need to ace their interview.
